* Report ICE sightings and activities to
trusted organizations. Do this in San
Mateo by calling the San Mateo Rapid
Response Network hotline. This helps alert
vulnerable immigrants so they can avoid
interactions with ICE.

¢ Use the SALUTE protocol (pages 3-4) to
collect key details. This ensures that
reports are clear, specific, and verifiable
by community organizers.

* Be accurate and cautious. Avoid
spreading fear by mistaking police or
other city agencies for ICE. DO NOT post
unverified sightings on social media.

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identifying markings on cars”
